Dear Rising Third Grade Parents,

In preparation for our third grade journey together, students will be required to read four books over the
course of the summer from the Summer Reading List Provided in this packet. Stodents are encouraged to read a
minimum of 30 minates every day this summer. Please remember, the more your child practices, the better
their reading ﬂuency and comprehension skills will become! Please fill in the Reading Log to track the
selections and time spent reading each selection. This will also be beneficial in regards to the readmg program
sponsored by the Live Oak Libraries. (Your child earns prizes and chances in a drawing based on the number
of hours that he/she reads during the summer.) _

With your emerging reader, you will occasionally want to share the reading responsibilities (for example:
read aloud together to help your child build fluency). Also, be sure to discuss what your child has read. This is
very important in order to help your child gain understanding and strengthen comprehension skills. It will
undoubtedly become an essential skill, so it is important to get a jump-start on building the reading
comprehension foundation that your child has already begun to establish in the-second grade.

Your child is exf)ected to complete one project for each of the four books that he/she chooses to read over
the summer. Students must complete one book report, one shoe box diorama, one poster, and one picture
book. Fach project is fully explained in your packet. Please read each one carefully before beginning each
project as these projects will be graded and included in your child’s first quarter grades.

On the first day of school, the attached Reading log and Reflection sheet assignment will be collected.
Fach child will hand in one Summer Reading project each day during the first week of school. The four
projects will be handed in and presented on the following days:

| o Tirst day of school — Book Report and Reflection Sheet
s Second day of school — Shoebox Diorama
e Third day of school — Poster
e Fourth day of school — Picture Book

Please keep in mind that each of the assignments will be counted as your child’s first Reading grades of
‘the third grade year. For every day that an assignment is late, that assignment will receive one letter grade off.
Assignments turned in after the fourth day of school will not be accepted. The summer reading assignment has
been established in order that your child will be ready to begin third grade prepared and motivated. Encourage
your children to start early and set an appropriate pace.
